[bookmark: _GoBack]Sarah Fritsche is the associate director of research with the Center for Court Innovation with specific expertise in Risk-Need-Responsivity theory and evidence-based assessment. She is currently the Principal Investigator on several federally funded studies, including a BJA-funded project to develop and validate a pretrial risk and needs assessment for misdemeanants and a related project to develop and pilot a short-term cognitive behavioral intervention for low-level offenders. She is also a lead research of a study of risk and needs among defendants with serious mental illness, and a COPS-funded study to develop and validate a risk screening tool to inform police diversion decisions. Additionally, she is currently the project director on the Center’s NIJ-funded randomized trial of an evidence-based assessment tool for drug-involved offenders. She is also a lead researcher with ongoing evaluations of the Center’s violence prevention programming in Brooklyn and the Bronx. Ms. Fritsche provides technical assistance nationally in the use of evidence-based assessments in drug and community courts and evidence-based practices in violence prevention.
