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RE: Nominees Sought for 2005 National Public Service Awards  
  
The American Society for Public Administration (ASPA) and the National Academy of Public 
Administration (NAPA) established the National Public Service Awards (NPSA) to honor 
individuals who make outstanding contributions to public service at all levels of government. 
Up to five award recipients are selected each year. NPSA winners will be individuals who 
have, on a sustained basis, done some or all of the following:  

• Made a profound difference to improve service to the public;  

• Been willing to take risks to achieve change;  

• Fostered a more democratic society;  

• Served as a champion of social equity;  

• Changed the way a governmental organization operates so that it better achieves 
its goals;  

• Achieved substantial savings in government operations;  

• Developed a cadre of other government leaders; and  

• Contributed to the communities in which they live.  
The "Keeper of the Flame Award" was established in 2000 as an annual special recognition 
for an individual who has continued to provide public service after his or her official retirement. 
Award guidelines are the same as for the NPSA.  
 
Nominations are due by October 1, 2004, and the awards ceremony will be held in April 2005.
