To correct poor pavement condition and narrow roadway.

The proposed roadway improvement consists of symmetrical widening along the existing alignment to add 8-ft
shoulders, resurfacing the pavement along the existing mainline and replacing the curb-and-gutter section with
angled parking within Boise City.

The proposed bridge improvements consists of extending the RCB approximately 25-ft on both sides (to the
clear-zone) and repairing a cracked wing-wall.

Migratory bird nesting use of the US-56 Boise City drainage canal
bridge (NBI:12594) and 3 RCB culverts (located at 36.662156 / -102.625112; 36.670562 / -102.608509; and
36.672045 /-102.60559) was observed. Painting, repair, retrofit, rehabilitation or demolition of the existing
bridge and culverts shall be conducted between September 1, and February 28, when migratory bird nests
are not occupied. If painting, repair, retrofit, rehabilitation or demolition cannot be completed between
September 1 and February 28, the bridge and culverts shall be protected from new nest establishment
prior to March 1, by means that do not result in bird death or injury. Options include the exclusion of
adult birds from suitable nest sites on or within a structure by the placement of weather-resistant
polypropylene netting with 0.25-inch or smaller openings, prior to March 1. Methods other than netting
must be pre-approved by the ODOT Biologist.

Although no nests were observed on all other structures, the birds may occupy the structures in the future.
The Resident Engineer shall contact the ODOT Biologist at 405-521-2515 if any bird use of these structures
is observed. If birds are observed then painting, repair, retrofit, rehabilitation or demolition of the existing
bridge and culverts shall be conducted between September 1, and February 28 (when migratory bird nests
are not occupied).

We have received and reviewed the documentation submitted on the referenced project in Cimarron County.
Additionally, we have examined the information contained in the Oklahoma Landmarks Inventory (OLI)
files and other materials on historic resources available in our office. We find that there are no known
historic properties affected within the referenced project's area of potential effect.

In addition to our review, you must contact the Oklahoma Archeological Survey (OAS), 111 E. Chesapeake,
#102, Norman OK 73019-5111 (#405/325-7211, FAX #405/325-7604), to obtain a determination about the
presence of prehistoric resources that may be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places. Should
the OAS conclude that there are no prehistoric archaeological sites or other types of "historic properties,” as
defined in 36 CFR Part 800.16(1), which are eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places
within the project area and that such sites are unlikely to occur, we concur with that opinion.

The OAS may conclude that an additional on-site investigation of all or part of the project impact area is
necessary to determine the presence of archaeological resources.

Attached is a Cultural Resources Survey Report, which the ODOT Cultural Resources Program has
prepared for the referenced project. The existing facility is comprised of two 12-foot driving lanes with
seven-foot paved shoulders. The existing right-of-way width ranges from 90 to 150 feet. The proposed
project includes widening the existing facility to accommodate eight-foot outside shoulders, overlaying the
existing mainline pavement, reconstructing curb and gutter, sidewalks, and portions of the existing
pavement, grading for proper drainage, and extending the existing reinforced concrete box culvert to meet
clear zone requirements. The area of potential effect (APE) as defined by 36 CFR 800.16(d) is the NEPA
study area, which is described in the report.

During this investigation, eleven buildings and building complexes were documented on Historic
Preservation Resource Identification (HPRI) forms, and streetscape photographs were taken in the Boise
City portion of the study area. No archeological sites were documented.

The buildings documented are all in and near Boise City. They are a combination of a few residences among
1960 to 1970 commercial buildings, and a few circa 1920s commercial buildings with substantial fagade
alterations. Our assessment is that all of the buildings documented lack sufficient architectural distinction
or historic integrity, and are not eligible for inclusion in the NRHP, either individually or as part of historic
districts.

Pursuant to 36 CFR 800.4(d)(1), and based upon the results of this study, it is our opinion that the project,
as proposed, will have no effect on historic properties. We respectfully request your concurrence or

1. PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

This report documents a cultural resources survey for proposed improvements to US-56 beginning 4.7 miles
southwest of the US-56/US-385 junction and extending northeast 7.96 miles to 1% Street in Boise City. The existing
facility is comprised of two 12-foot driving lanes with seven-foot paved shoulders; the existing roadway pavement
is in poor condition. Proposed improvements include widening the existing facility to accommodate eight-foot
outside shoulders, overlaying the existing mainline pavement, reconstructing curb and gutter, sidewalks, and
portions of the existing pavement, grading for proper drainage, and extending the existing reinforced concrete box
culvert to meet clear zone requirements.

The project study area, as defined, consists of a 7.96-mile corridor of US-56 beginning 4.7 miles southwest of the
US-56/US-385 junction and extending northeast to 1% Street South in Boise City. The study area reaches 150 feet
east and west of the existing US-56 centerline with bump-outs to 300 feet at the intersecting county roads and a
larger, triangular bump-out extending 300 feet west of Ellis Avenue and 300 feet north of 12 Street South. In total,
the project study area encompasses approximately 332.96 acres.

The existing bridge carrying US-56 over an unnamed creek (Structure 1302 3115 X/NBI 12594) is a reinforced
concrete box culvert constructed in 1951. This bridge is of the type discussed in the Program Comment for post-
1945 concrete and steel bridges and was therefore not documented.

2.  ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING:
Geomorphic/Physiographic Region:

The project study area is mapped within the High Plains geomorphic province, which is comprised of a flat upland
surface on Tertiary and Pleistocene alluvial and windblown sands. This province includes some sand dunes and
playas, and it is deeply dissected along rivers and major streams.

Geology and Soils:

The project study area is mapped within Ogallala Formation semi-consolidated clay, silt, sand, gravel and caliche
formed during the Pliocene Epoch. The study area is mapped across the Sunray-Gruver-Dumas and Dumas-Dallam-
Dalhart soil associations, which are described as containing very shallow loamy soils (approximately 0-18 to 0-30
centimeters below the surface [cmbs]) which overlay silty and clayey sediments. Soil series mapped within the
study area include Dalhart fine sandy loam, Sherm clay loam, and Gruver loam.
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Vegetation:

The mapped vegetation for the project study area is shortgrass high plains, which is found throughout the Oklahoma
panhandle. This vegetation type is frequently converted for wheat and milo production, but large areas of native
vegetation remain on shallow soil overlaying sandstone and caliche. Blue grama and buffalo grass are predominant
shortgrass species.

According to the USGS Land Cover map, the study area is comprised primarily of developed land representing the
existing SH-56 right-of-way and Boise City with adjacent herbaceous land, approximating pasture land, and
cultivated fields. Google Earth aerial and Street View imagery corroborate the land cover map. From the Google
imagery, the right-of-way appears covered in dense grasses and will likely have minimal surface visibility.
Visibility in the pastures and cultivated fields is more variable and may depend on the time of survey in relation to
the growing season.

RESULTS OF BACKGROUND RESEARCH/SUMMARY OF CULTURAL BACKGROUND:

A review of the Oklahoma Archeological Survey (OAS) maps indicates no previously-recorded archaeological
sites are mapped within the project study area; however, one previously-recorded archaeological site
(34CI202) is mapped within one mile of the study area boundaries.

In his review of archaeological sites in the state, Robert Brooks included Cimarron County in Region 1 of his
Resource Protection Planning Process manuscript (Brooks 1983). This region includes the eleven westernmost
counties in Oklahoma, which make up the panhandle, including Black Mesa, and the eastern boundary of the
short-grass prairie (Brooks 1983:2). Sporadic archaeological studies have been conducted in this region, the
majority of which occurred after increased federal funding was available in the 1960s. Brooks reports in 1979,
883 archaeological sites had been recorded in the region as a whole; one-third of those sites had been identified
by federally-funded projects while the remaining two-thirds were reported by local informants.

According to Robert Brooks’ 2005 Atlas of Archaeological Sites and Management Activities, in 2004, 430
archaeological sites had been recorded in Cimarron County. At that time the sites included 16 with Paleoindian
period components, 32 with Archaic period components, two with Woodland period components, 119 with
Village Farming period components, and 58 with 19" or 20" century occupations. As of March 2018, there
are 517 archaeological sites recorded in Cimarron County.

Previously-recorded archaeological sites in the general area of the project study area have been recorded in
proximity to reliable water sources, specifically major drainages and playas. Nineteenth and 20™ century
archaeological sites are generally recorded where buildings or occupations are indicated on historic maps and
aerial photographs.

Site 34CI202 is mapped northeast of a large playa and is approximately 3,800 feet southeast of the project
study area. The site was recorded as a surface scatter of artifacts representing an unassigned prehistoric open
camp by Kenneth E. Saunders in 1979. At the time the site was recorded, artifacts included pottery, a side-
notched arrow point, a scraper, and lithic debitage. The lithic raw materials included Alibates, obsidian.
Dakota, Tessequite, chalcedony, basalt, and petrified wood. This site has not been assessed for NRHP
eligibility.

The northeastern portion of the study area extends into Boise City. The town was first established in 1908, at
the approximate geographic center of Cimarron County. In 1925, Boise City claimed 325 registered residents;
in 1930, the population had risen to 1,256. In 2010, the population was 1,266. The local economy was and
continues to be based on ranching, farming, and oil/natural gas production.

Historic maps and aerial photographs indicate the majority of the study area has been comprised of pastures
and cultivated fields throughout much of the 20" century. Eleven buildings built by 1973 (45 years of age) are
within the study area boundaries, and two non-extant buildings indicated on the 1963-1975 GHMs, which may
represent mid-20™ century archaeological sites, are mapped in or near the study area boundaries.

DISCUSSION OF METHODOLOGY:

The entire project study area was subjected to pedestrian archaeological survey with shovel tests placed at
100-meter intervals in areas where surface visibility was near 100% and at 30-meter intervals throughout the
remainder of the project study area.

Prehistoric archaeological sites in the general area of the project have been recorded in close proximity to
reliable water sources, specifically along drainages and adjacent to playas. No major drainages cross the project
study area and no playas are visible within the study area in maps or modern or historic aerial imagery; however
topographic maps and aerial images show four playas within one mile of the study area boundaries. Because
of the potential for prehistoric archaeological sites in this region to occur in proximity to playas, portions of
the study area nearest to these playas were investigated and shovel tested for evidence of archaeological
materials. Additionally, in one portion of the study area soils observed indicated that, while not a playa, water
had pooled in the area; shovel tests were excavated at 10-meter intervals across this area to investigate the
potential for archaeological materials to be present in an area which, while not a playa, would have held
standing water.

Two non-extant 20™ century occupations are indicated on mid-20" century General Highway Maps, these
locations were marked in GIS software used in the field (ESRI Collector) and the areas were investigated and
shovel tested for evidence of features or archaeological materials.

Buildings in the study area found to be over 45 years old based on the aerial photographs/maps referenced
above, Cimarron County tax assessor data, and/or visual inspection, were documented on Historic Preservation
Resource Identification forms. Streetscape photographs were taken in representative portions of the study area.

Eleven buildings and/or building complexes were recorded in the project study area. Each of the eleven
buildings and/or building complexes have been documented on Historic Preservation Resource Identification
forms for SHPO review (see Table 1 below). All except Building complex 1 are in the city limits of Boise
City.

The project extends through the southern part of Boise City to 1% Street South, which is roughly the southern
edge of the downtown commercial district. Building complex 1, located approximately half a mile south of
the city limits, is a pole barn and smaller outbuilding, with hog shed structures also. Commercial buildings
documented in the southern portion of Boise City (Building complex 2, Buildings 3 through 5a) are mostly of
metal and concrete block construction, date to the 1960 to 1970 period, and lack architectural style. The three
houses documented (Buildings 6-8) have no stylistic decorative details, and are not particularly well-
preserved. The two circa 1920s commercial buildings documented, Building 9 (generic commercial) and
Building 10a (a lumber company building), both have substantial facade alterations. Building 11, located in
the same block and across the street from them, is a large, circa 1955 concrete block commercial building of
no distinct style, in a location where older buildings had been removed.

The attached streetscape photographs also depict the building conditions described above. Much of the study
area south of 4" Street South is undeveloped land (see streetscape photo 2). In the area north of 4™ St. South,
where most of the documented buildings are located, there is a mix of a few residences among the 1960 to
1970 and newer commercial buildings. The few circa 1920s commercial buildings at the north end of the study
area have substantial alterations described above, and are separated from the rest of downtown visually by a
vacant block and several vacant lots (see Figure 4 and streetscape photo 3).

Our assessment is that all of the buildings documented lack sufficient architectural distinction or historic
integrity, and are not eligible for inclusion in the NRHP, either individually or as part of historic districts.

No archaeological sites were identified or recorded during this investigation. Soils in the study area were
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generally silty and clayey. In the southwestern portions of the study area, soils observed in shovel tests
consisted of medium brown dry, compact silty sandy loam (approximately 0-30 cmbs), which overlay brown
silty clay. Adjacent to the commercial feed lot in the southwestern portion of the study area, soils consisted of
dry, mottled caliche-like silty sand (approximately 0-13 cmbs), which overlay brown silty sand and became
more compacted farther from the surface. In pastures and cultivated fields near the center of the study area,
soils were comprised of brown sandy loam (approximately 0-15 cmbs), which overlay reddish-brown clay
loam (approximately 15-40 cmbs), which overlay reddish-brown loamy clay. The majority of the study area
is located across undissected flatlands. The portion of the study area that falls in the town of Boise City is
more of an etched plain where intermittent streams are present and where water pools; southwest of the
Atchison, Topeka, and Santa Fe Railroad crossing, clayey soils were observed in an area that has been
considerably disturbed by drainage rechanneling along the county road (NS-275). These soils were comprised
of dark brown clay loam (approximately 0-10 cmbs), which overlay dark brown loamy clay (approximately
10-20 cmbs), which then overlay reddish brown loamy clay. Shovel tests were excavated at 10 meter intervals
throughout this area to investigate the potential for archaeological materials in association with an area which,
while not a playa, would have held standing water; no archaeological features or materials were observed.

SUMMARY AND COMMENTS REGARDING RECOMMENDATIONS:

Pursuant to 36 CFR 60.4, our assessment is that all of the buildings documented lack sufficient architectural
distinction or historic integrity, and are not eligible for inclusion in the NRHP, either individually or as part of
historic districts.

Pursuant to 36 CFR 800.4(d)(1), it is our opinion no historic properties are affected. We recommend the project
proceed as planned.

In order to avoid impacts to cultural resources that have not been assessed for NRHP eligibility in the project
vicinity by off-project activity such as borrow pit excavation or staging of heavy equipment, it is recommended
that the following areas be avoided for the establishment of off-project facilities:

Additionally, we have examined the information contained in the Oklahoma Landmarks Inventory (OLI)
files and other materials on historic resources available in our office. We find that there are no known
historic properties affected within the referenced project's area of potential effect.

In addition to our review, you must contact the Oklahoma Archeological Survey (OAS), 111 E. Chesapeake,
#102, Norman OK 73019-5111 (#405/325-7211, FAX #405/325-7604), to obtain a determination about the
presence of prehistoric resources that may be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places. Should
the OAS conclude that there are no prehistoric archaeological sites or other types of "historic properties,” as
defined in 36 CFR Part 800.16(1), which are eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places
within the project area and that such sites are unlikely to occur, we concur with that opinion.

Attached is a Cultural Resources Survey Report, which the ODOT Cultural Resources Program has
prepared for the referenced project. The existing facility is comprised of two 12-foot driving lanes with
seven-foot paved shoulders. The existing right-of-way width ranges from 90 to 150 feet. The proposed
project includes widening the existing facility to accommodate eight-foot outside shoulders, overlaying the
existing mainline pavement, reconstructing curb and gutter, sidewalks, and portions of the existing
pavement, grading for proper drainage, and extending the existing reinforced concrete box culvert to meet
clear zone requirements. The area of potential effect (APE) as defined by 36 CFR 800.16(d) is the NEPA
study area, which is described in the report.

During this investigation, eleven buildings and building complexes were documented on Historic
Preservation Resource Identification (HPRI) forms, and streetscape photographs were taken in the Boise
City portion of the study area. No archeological sites were documented.

The buildings documented are all in and near Boise City. They are a combination of a few residences among
1960 to 1970 commercial buildings, and a few circa 1920s commercial buildings with substantial fagade
alterations. Our assessment is that all of the buildings documented lack sufficient architectural distinction
or historic integrity, and are not eligible for inclusion in the NRHP, either individually or as part of historic
districts.

Pursuant to 36 CFR 800.4(d)(1), and based upon the results of this study, it is our opinion that the project,
as proposed, will have no effect on historic properties. We respectfully request your concurrence or

comments to our opinion.

1. PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

This report documents a cultural resources survey for proposed improvements to US-56 beginning 4.7 miles
southwest of the US-56/US-385 junction and extending northeast 7.96 miles to 1% Street in Boise City. The existing
facility is comprised of two 12-foot driving lanes with seven-foot paved shoulders; the existing roadway pavement
is in poor condition. Proposed improvements include widening the existing facility to accommodate eight-foot
outside shoulders, overlaying the existing mainline pavement, reconstructing curb and gutter, sidewalks, and
portions of the existing pavement, grading for proper drainage, and extending the existing reinforced concrete box
culvert to meet clear zone requirements.

The project study area, as defined, consists of a 7.96-mile corridor of US-56 beginning 4.7 miles southwest of the
US-56/US-385 junction and extending northeast to 1% Street South in Boise City. The study area reaches 150 feet
east and west of the existing US-56 centerline with bump-outs to 300 feet at the intersecting county roads and a
larger, triangular bump-out extending 300 feet west of Ellis Avenue and 300 feet north of 12 Street South. In total,
the project study area encompasses approximately 332.96 acres.

The existing bridge carrying US-56 over an unnamed creek (Structure 1302 3115 X/NBI 12594) is a reinforced
concrete box culvert constructed in 1951. This bridge is of the type discussed in the Program Comment for post-
1945 concrete and steel bridges and was therefore not documented.

2.  ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING:
Geomorphic/Physiographic Region:

The project study area is mapped within the High Plains geomorphic province, which is comprised of a flat upland
surface on Tertiary and Pleistocene alluvial and windblown sands. This province includes some sand dunes and
playas, and it is deeply dissected along rivers and major streams.

Geology and Soils:

The project study area is mapped within Ogallala Formation semi-consolidated clay, silt, sand, gravel and caliche
formed during the Pliocene Epoch. The study area is mapped across the Sunray-Gruver-Dumas and Dumas-Dallam-
Dalhart soil associations, which are described as containing very shallow loamy soils (approximately 0-18 to 0-30
centimeters below the surface [cmbs]) which overlay silty and clayey sediments. Soil series mapped within the
study area include Dalhart fine sandy loam, Sherm clay loam, and Gruver loam.

Vegetation:

The mapped vegetation for the project study area is shortgrass high plains, which is found throughout the Oklahoma
panhandle. This vegetation type is frequently converted for wheat and milo production, but large areas of native
vegetation remain on shallow soil overlaying sandstone and caliche. Blue grama and buffalo grass are predominant
shortgrass species.

According to the USGS Land Cover map, the study area is comprised primarily of developed land representing the
existing SH-56 right-of-way and Boise City with adjacent herbaceous land, approximating pasture land, and
cultivated fields. Google Earth aerial and Street View imagery corroborate the land cover map. From the Google
imagery, the right-of-way appears covered in dense grasses and will likely have minimal surface visibility.
Visibility in the pastures and cultivated fields is more variable and may depend on the time of survey in relation to
the growing season.

RESULTS OF BACKGROUND RESEARCH/SUMMARY OF CULTURAL BACKGROUND:

A review of the Oklahoma Archeological Survey (OAS) maps indicates no previously-recorded archaeological
sites are mapped within the project study area; however, one previously-recorded archaeological site
(34CI202) is mapped within one mile of the study area boundaries.

In his review of archaeological sites in the state, Robert Brooks included Cimarron County in Region 1 of his
Resource Protection Planning Process manuscript (Brooks 1983). This region includes the eleven westernmost
counties in Oklahoma, which make up the panhandle, including Black Mesa, and the eastern boundary of the
short-grass prairie (Brooks 1983:2). Sporadic archaeological studies have been conducted in this region, the
majority of which occurred after increased federal funding was available in the 1960s. Brooks reports in 1979,
883 archaeological sites had been recorded in the region as a whole; one-third of those sites had been identified
by federally-funded projects while the remaining two-thirds were reported by local informants.

According to Robert Brooks’ 2005 Atlas of Archaeological Sites and Management Activities, in 2004, 430
archaeological sites had been recorded in Cimarron County. At that time the sites included 16 with Paleoindian
period components, 32 with Archaic period components, two with Woodland period components, 119 with
Village Farming period components, and 58 with 19" or 20" century occupations. As of March 2018, there
are 517 archaeological sites recorded in Cimarron County.

Previously-recorded archaeological sites in the general area of the project study area have been recorded in
proximity to reliable water sources, specifically major drainages and playas. Nineteenth and 20™ century
archaeological sites are generally recorded where buildings or occupations are indicated on historic maps and
aerial photographs.

Site 34CI202 is mapped northeast of a large playa and is approximately 3,800 feet southeast of the project
study area. The site was recorded as a surface scatter of artifacts representing an unassigned prehistoric open
camp by Kenneth E. Saunders in 1979. At the time the site was recorded, artifacts included pottery, a side-
notched arrow point, a scraper, and lithic debitage. The lithic raw materials included Alibates, obsidian.
Dakota, Tessequite, chalcedony, basalt, and petrified wood. This site has not been assessed for NRHP
eligibility.

The northeastern portion of the study area extends into Boise City. The town was first established in 1908, at
the approximate geographic center of Cimarron County. In 1925, Boise City claimed 325 registered residents;
in 1930, the population had risen to 1,256. In 2010, the population was 1,266. The local economy was and
continues to be based on ranching, farming, and oil/natural gas production.

Historic maps and aerial photographs indicate the majority of the study area has been comprised of pastures
and cultivated fields throughout much of the 20" century. Eleven buildings built by 1973 (45 years of age) are
within the study area boundaries, and two non-extant buildings indicated on the 1963-1975 GHMs, which may
represent mid-20™ century archaeological sites, are mapped in or near the study area boundaries.

DISCUSSION OF METHODOLOGY:

The entire project study area was subjected to pedestrian archaeological survey with shovel tests placed at
100-meter intervals in areas where surface visibility was near 100% and at 30-meter intervals throughout the
remainder of the project study area.

Prehistoric archaeological sites in the general area of the project have been recorded in close proximity to
reliable water sources, specifically along drainages and adjacent to playas. No major drainages cross the project
study area and no playas are visible within the study area in maps or modern or historic aerial imagery; however
topographic maps and aerial images show four playas within one mile of the study area boundaries. Because
of the potential for prehistoric archaeological sites in this region to occur in proximity to playas, portions of
the study area nearest to these playas were investigated and shovel tested for evidence of archaeological
materials. Additionally, in one portion of the study area soils observed indicated that, while not a playa, water
had pooled in the area; shovel tests were excavated at 10-meter intervals across this area to investigate the
potential for archaeological materials to be present in an area which, while not a playa, would have held
standing water.

Two non-extant 20™ century occupations are indicated on mid-20" century General Highway Maps, these
locations were marked in GIS software used in the field (ESRI Collector) and the areas were investigated and
shovel tested for evidence of features or archaeological materials.

Buildings in the study area found to be over 45 years old based on the aerial photographs/maps referenced
above, Cimarron County tax assessor data, and/or visual inspection, were documented on Historic Preservation
Resource Identification forms. Streetscape photographs were taken in representative portions of the study area.

Eleven buildings and/or building complexes were recorded in the project study area. Each of the eleven
buildings and/or building complexes have been documented on Historic Preservation Resource Identification
forms for SHPO review (see Table 1 below). All except Building complex 1 are in the city limits of Boise
City.

The project extends through the southern part of Boise City to 1% Street South, which is roughly the southern
edge of the downtown commercial district. Building complex 1, located approximately half a mile south of
the city limits, is a pole barn and smaller outbuilding, with hog shed structures also. Commercial buildings
documented in the southern portion of Boise City (Building complex 2, Buildings 3 through 5a) are mostly of
metal and concrete block construction, date to the 1960 to 1970 period, and lack architectural style. The three
houses documented (Buildings 6-8) have no stylistic decorative details, and are not particularly well-
preserved. The two circa 1920s commercial buildings documented, Building 9 (generic commercial) and
Building 10a (a lumber company building), both have substantial facade alterations. Building 11, located in
the same block and across the street from them, is a large, circa 1955 concrete block commercial building of
no distinct style, in a location where older buildings had been removed.

The attached streetscape photographs also depict the building conditions described above. Much of the study
area south of 4" Street South is undeveloped land (see streetscape photo 2). In the area north of 4™ St. South,
where most of the documented buildings are located, there is a mix of a few residences among the 1960 to
1970 and newer commercial buildings. The few circa 1920s commercial buildings at the north end of the study
area have substantial alterations described above, and are separated from the rest of downtown visually by a
vacant block and several vacant lots (see Figure 4 and streetscape photo 3).

Our assessment is that all of the buildings documented lack sufficient architectural distinction or historic
integrity, and are not eligible for inclusion in the NRHP, either individually or as part of historic districts.

No archaeological sites were identified or recorded during this investigation. Soils in the study area were
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generally silty and clayey. In the southwestern portions of the study area, soils observed in shovel tests
consisted of medium brown dry, compact silty sandy loam (approximately 0-30 cmbs), which overlay brown
silty clay. Adjacent to the commercial feed lot in the southwestern portion of the study area, soils consisted of
dry, mottled caliche-like silty sand (approximately 0-13 cmbs), which overlay brown silty sand and became
more compacted farther from the surface. In pastures and cultivated fields near the center of the study area,
soils were comprised of brown sandy loam (approximately 0-15 cmbs), which overlay reddish-brown clay
loam (approximately 15-40 cmbs), which overlay reddish-brown loamy clay. The majority of the study area
is located across undissected flatlands. The portion of the study area that falls in the town of Boise City is
more of an etched plain where intermittent streams are present and where water pools; southwest of the
Atchison, Topeka, and Santa Fe Railroad crossing, clayey soils were observed in an area that has been
considerably disturbed by drainage rechanneling along the county road (NS-275). These soils were comprised
of dark brown clay loam (approximately 0-10 cmbs), which overlay dark brown loamy clay (approximately
10-20 cmbs), which then overlay reddish brown loamy clay. Shovel tests were excavated at 10 meter intervals
throughout this area to investigate the potential for archaeological materials in association with an area which,
while not a playa, would have held standing water; no archaeological features or materials were observed.

SUMMARY AND COMMENTS REGARDING RECOMMENDATIONS:

Pursuant to 36 CFR 60.4, our assessment is that all of the buildings documented lack sufficient architectural
distinction or historic integrity, and are not eligible for inclusion in the NRHP, either individually or as part of
historic districts.

Pursuant to 36 CFR 800.4(d)(1), it is our opinion no historic properties are affected. We recommend the project
proceed as planned.

In order to avoid impacts to cultural resources that have not been assessed for NRHP eligibility in the project
vicinity by off-project activity such as borrow pit excavation or staging of heavy equipment, it is recommended
that the following areas be avoided for the establishment of off-project facilities:

PROJECT OVERVIEW

Federal Nexus

This biological assessment, prepared by the above named Company/Agency for the Oklahoma
Department of Transportation (ODOT), addresses the above named project in compliance with
Section 7(c) of the Endangered Species Act (ESA) of 1973, as amended. Section 7 of the ESA
requires that, through consultation with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Service), federal actions
do not jeopardize the continued existence of any threatened, endangered, or proposed species or
result in the destruction or adverse modification of critical habitat. This assessment evaluates the
potential effects of the proposed transportation project on species that are federally listed under the
ESA. Specific project design elements are identified that avoid or minimize adverse effects of the
proposed project on listed species and designated critical habitat.

Project Description
Grade, Drain, Surface and Bridge

Description of the existing bridge/roadway facility and reason for proposed project
US-56 is currently a two-lane facility consisting of two 12 foot wide driving lanes and 7 foot
wide paved shoulders. The pavement on this roadway is in poor condition. The existing US-56
bridge over the Boise City drainage canal (NBI 12594, built in 1951) is a 46 foot reinforced
concrete box (RCB) culvert. The annual average daily traffic is 750 to 1300 vehicles per day.
The proposed improvements will provide safer driving conditions.

Description of proposed improvements

The proposed improvements will include the widening of the existing facility on the existing
alignment, to yield two 12 foot driving lanes with 8 foot paved shoulders, overlaying the existing
mainline pavement, reconstructing curb and gutter in Boise City, grading for proper drainage,
and extending the bridge to meet clear zone requirements. Several small RCB and RCP culverts
may be extended or replaced. Additionally, the existing sidewalks adjacent to the highway in
Boise City are in poor condition and will be replaced with ADA compliant sidewalks and curb
ramps. The existing facility will remain open to traffic during construction, with phased
construction and temporary lane closures. New rights-of-way may be required to make the
proposed improvements.

Terrestrial and Aquatic Community Descriptions (based on field site visit)

The study area occurs in partially-developed and developed areas southwest of and in Boise City,
and is occupied by the existing paved facility and maintained rights-of-way, cultivated fields
(some fallow) and improved pastureland or grass hay meadow (on formerly-plowed terrain). The
occupied right-of-way bordering the highway appears to be frequently mowed, and is vegetated
with native and introduced grasses and forbs, including sand dropseed (Sporobolus cryptandrus),
blue grama (Bouteloua gracilis), buffalo grass (Buchloe dactyloides), silver bluestem
(Bothriochloa saccharoides), yellow bluestem (Bothriochloa ischaemum var. songarica),
bermuda grass (Cynodon dactylon), green bristlegrass (Setaria viridis), hooded windmill grass
(Chloris cucullata), tumble windmill grass (Chloris verticillata), stinkgrass (Eragrostis
cilianensis), prickly Russian thistle (Salsola tragus), thistle (Cirsium sp.), velvetweed (Gaura
mollis), carelessweed (Amaranthus palmeri), lambsquarters (Chenopodium album), silverleaf
nightshade (Solanum elaeagnifolium), Missouri gourd (Cucurbita foetidissima), sunflower
(Helianthus sp.), prairie tea (Croton monanthogynus), toothed spurge (Euphorbia dentata) and
southern pepperwort (Lepidium austrinum). Areas outside of the existing US-56 right-of-way
are mainly occupied by cultivated (generally irrigated) fields of common wheat (Triticum
aestivum) and/or cereal rye (Secale cereale), corn (Zea mays) and grain sorghum or hay grazer
(Sorghum bicolor); and by grass hay meadows that appear to be dominated by yellow bluestem
(Bothriochloa ischaemum var. songarica), many of which had been mowed and baled following
the last growing season. A few small areas of pastureland with scattered individuals of native
grasses also occur within the study area, and include sand dropseed (Sporobolus cryptandrus),
prairie threeawn (Aristida oligantha) and little bluestem (Schizachyrium scoparium). Very little
woody vegetation occurs within the study area, though a few widely-scattered saplings and small
trees of American elm (Ulmus americana) occur in and near the fence rows within the site. The
Boise City drainage canal is the only aquatic feature mapped within the study area; this feature
is mapped as terminating in a depression just east of the Boise City sewage disposal ponds and
has no mapped connection to other downstream waters. A second intermittent stream is mapped
as originating just east of the study area (and a small RCB extending under US-56) and south of
the railroad crossing, but no stream was observed in this area (see images from Photo Site 1).

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2. To properly present the pattern of presence across the year, the relative probability of
presence is calculated. This is the probability of presence divided by the maximum
probability of presence across all weeks. For example, imagine the probability of presence
in week 20 for the Spotted Towhee is 0.05, and that the probability of presence at week 12
(0.25) is the maximum of any week of the year. The relative probability of presence on
week 12 1s 0.25/0.25 = 1; at week 20 it is 0.05/0.25 = 0.2.

3. The relative probability of presence calculated in the previous step undergoes a statistical
conversion so that all possible values fall between 0 and 10, inclusive. This is the
probability of presence score.

US-56 is currently a two-lane facility consisting of two 12 foot wide driving lanes and 7 foot
wide paved shoulders. The pavement on this roadway is in poor condition. The existing US-56
bridge over the Boise City drainage canal (NBI 12594, built in 1951) is a 46 foot reinforced

concrete box (RCB) culvert. The annual average daily traffic is 750 to 1300 vehicles per day.
The proposed improvements will provide safer driving conditions.

Description of proposed improvements SPECIFIC TO THIS PROJECT

The proposed improvements will include the widening of the existing facility on the existing
alignment, to yield two 12 foot driving lanes with 8 foot paved shoulders, overlaying the
existing mainline pavement, reconstructing curb and gutter in Boise City, grading for proper
drainage, and extending the bridge to meet clear zone requirements. Several small RCB and
RCP culverts may be extended or replaced. Additionally, the existing sidewalks adjacent to the
highway in Boise City are in poor condition and will be replaced with ADA compliant
sidewalks and curb ramps. The existing facility will remain open to traffic during construction,
with phased construction and temporary lane closures. New rights-of-way may be required to
make the proposed improvements.

The study area occurs in partially-developed and developed areas southwest of and in Boise
City, and is occupied by the existing paved facility and maintained rights-of-way, cultivated
fields (some fallow) and improved pastureland or grass hay meadow (on formerly-plowed
terrain). The occupied right-of-way bordering the highway appears to be frequently mowed, and
Is vegetated with native and introduced grasses and forbs, including sand dropseed (Sporobolus
cryptandrus), blue grama (Bouteloua gracilis), buffalo grass (Buchloe dactyloides), silver
bluestem (Bothriochloa saccharoides), yellow bluestem (Bothriochloa ischaemum var.
songarica), bermuda grass (Cynodon dactylon), green bristlegrass (Setaria viridis), hooded
windmill grass (Chloris cucullata), tumble windmill grass (Chloris verticillata), stinkgrass
(Eragrostis cilianensis), prickly Russian thistle (Salsola tragus), thistle (Cirsium sp.),
velvetweed (Gaura mollis), carelessweed (Amaranthus palmeri), lambsquarters (Chenopodium
album), silverleaf nightshade (Solanum elaeagnifolium), Missouri gourd (Cucurbita
foetidissima), sunflower (Helianthus sp.), prairie tea (Croton monanthogynus), toothed spurge
(Euphorbia dentata) and southern pepperwort (Lepidium austrinum). Areas outside of the
existing US-56 right-of-way are mainly occupied by cultivated (generally irrigated) fields of
common wheat (Triticum aestivum) and/or cereal rye (Secale cereale), corn (Zea mays) and
grain sorghum or hay grazer (Sorghum bicolor); and by grass hay meadows that appear to be
dominated by yellow bluestem (Bothriochloa ischaemum var. songarica), many of which had
been mowed and baled following the last growing season. A few small areas of pastureland
with scattered individuals of native grasses also occur within the study area, and include sand
dropseed (Sporobolus cryptandrus), prairie threeawn (Aristida oligantha) and little bluestem
(Schizachyrium scoparium). Very little woody vegetation occurs within the study area, though a
few widely-scattered saplings and small trees of American elm (Ulmus americana) occur in and
near the fence rows within the site. The Boise City drainage canal is the only aquatic feature
mapped within the study area; this feature is mapped as terminating in a depression just east of
the Boise City sewage disposal ponds and has no mapped connection to other downstream
waters. A second intermittent stream is mapped as originating just east of the study area (and a
small RCB extending under US-56) and south of the railroad crossing, but no stream was
observed in this area (see images from Photo Site 1).

Field Site 1 is mapped as an intermittent stream (the Boise City drainage canal; see images from
Photo Site 2), though it appears to be ephemeral in nature. This stream would be classified as
RASBA (riverine, intermittent, stream bed, temporarily flooded) following the Cowardin system.
An estimated 321.8 linear feet (0.205 acre) of Field Site 1 occur within the study area. This
stream originates within the limits of Boise City, and carries surface runoff from residential and
commercial areas. Within and near the study area this feature occupies a broad, shallow channel,
the shaped banks and bed of which are occasionally mowed. At and upstream of the western
edge of the study area the stream bed is vegetated with the same suite of plant species (largely
upland grasses and common dandelion (Taraxacum officinale)) occurring in adjacent, higher
areas, and the channel exhibits no evident OHWM. Slightly lower areas adjacent to and
downstream of US-56 also exhibit scattered individuals of Pennsylvania smartweed (Polygonum
pensylvanicum) and curly dock (Rumex crispus). That segment of the stream exhibiting an
OHWM varies between 21 feet and 57 feet in width, with an average width of 33.2 feet within
the study area. Although this feature is mapped as terminating in a depression just east of the
Boise City sewage disposal ponds and has no mapped connection to other downstream waters, it
is depicted on the Boise City (3610265) 7.5 minute topographic quad map, and it may be
considered jurisdictional by the USACE.

Description of Proposed Improvements: The Project Team recommends utilizing 3R design
criteria to add 8’ paved shoulders to this existing facility and overlay the existing mainline. It is
anticipated that all of the roadway widening will occur symmetrically about the existing
centerline.

For the curb and gutter section in Boise City, the recommendation is to replace the existing curb
& gutter and sidewalks and reconstruct the asphalt roadway. There are also some drainage issues
in town that will need to be addressed.

For the Bridge Structure (NBI# 12594), as long as the structure proves to be sufficient
hydraulically, the Initiation Team recommends extending the RCB both east and west to clear
zone.

> The project description is calling this highway as U.S.56, but the proper designation should be
U.S.412. Note, this is a principle arterial that is designated on the national highway system.
It appears this project is set up as a 3R (widen & resurface) project. This project is a good
candidate for a 3R project.
The majority of the project is posted at 65mph, with speed reductions entering Boise City.
Discuss with Division 6 to determine areas were local flooding may overtop the highway.
If this project is designed using 4R, then some design exceptions are anticipated. Using 3R design
criteria should not require design exceptions. See vertical curve comments below.
> From the Reconnaissance Report:
0 The 10yr accident report shows 21 accidents (no fatalities), with 9 accidents occurring within
the reduced speed area of Boise City.
= | did not see any abnormal isolation of vehicle accidents types in the high speed rural
section outside of Boise City. These are typically unsafe speed and improper turns at
intersections. There is a slightly higher amount appropriated to accidents by tractor
trailers. | was somewhat surprised to not see many leaving the roadway to hit fixed
objects; although this is a very flat area with traversable side slopes with shallow
ditches. Also the sight distance is good and there are not many hazards in clear zone to
hit. There were no accidents in the first 3 miles of the project (south rural end of
project).
= Of the 9 reported accidents in Boise City, 4 were right angle failure to yield as related
to intersections.
