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Good afternoon, everyone. Can you all hear?

We've got a lot of information to cover today.
I'm gonna try to get through it within the hour.
If not, you have extra time and you're able to stay along with us.
Go ahead and stay on the meeting because I think we got some valuable information that you'll wanna hear. And at the end of the meeting, we we will have.
A question and answer session.
If you have any questions or need some help. So if you don't know me, my name is Travis Thompson.
I am the special education data manager for Oklahoma and on the call today we have Tannis Thompson, who is our data specialist, and Megan Salisbury, who is also on the data team. They will be in the chat fielding questions. If you have any so.
Just go ahead and put the questions in the chat and.
They can get those answered for you.
I'll also monitor the chat too, if you have any questions, I'll try to answer them as I go along, but Tanis will be here, tennis and Megan will both be here. If I'm not able to get to those.
So what?
We're going to go over today is some updates that we have for the data flow between the wave and Ed plan.
We're going to talk about some data quality.
Reminders give you some tips.
Tips and tricks to help you with your data quality and get your.
Tile count data in as clean as possible.
We're also gonna look over the whole process of how you should review and submit your tile count. And as I said, we're going to have time.
Hopefully we'll have time at the end for some some questions and answers. If y'all are still around.
So First off, wanted to mention the.
Sif Unity update or the API you were here last year?
Are you?
You knew you know that.
The State Department has.
Transitioned to an API and essentially what that is is it's a computer program that allows systems to communicate so that that's going to help data flow between your student information system and the wave, and then into head plan.
We're a lot further along than we than we were last year.
That's the good news.
The bad news is that some districts are still having some issues.
The DIS team they are still working with some of the vendors to help get that data into the wave and into add plan.
So if you are having issues getting data into either the wave or edplan reach out to.
Well, especially the wave. If you're having issues getting into the wave.
I reach out to your vendor because there are.
There could be some issues on their end that something that maybe they haven't done or something they're not sending that they should be. So reach out to them. They should be able to help you.
The good thing is, is that there are a couple of things that you can do on your end, like checking the data validation Wizards or any potential errors that you may have.
So we'll go over that here in a second.
So the data flow still remains the same even with the API that goes from the SYS into the wave and then into edplan.
The same issues that were present with the previous method, which was a file transfer.
They still crop up.
They they are still identified as errors and they will prevent data flow into the.
The next system but.
All of like I said, all of it's pulled together by the API now that will help things.
Be more.
Be more quicker data flow is going to be a lot quicker than it was.
You're not going to have to wait overnight for a file transfer. The AP is going to take care of that, so hopefully it's going to be easier for all of us once it is fully implemented and running smoothly.
So in order to check those issues that may be propping up this page is directly from the wave home page.
Whenever you pull up the waves home page out of single sign on, this is the.
This is the screen that you will see.
It's gonna tell you how well your cyst is communicating with the wave and.
It will tell you if there's been a delay, how many?
You know, days it's been delayed.
This is one good thing to check because it will tell you how well your cyst is communicating.
Went away. Even if there are issues here.
One thing that one main thing that you'll want to do is you'll want to check the.
How many objects are sending to the way from your student information system? If that number is below 16, you probably should reach out to your vendor because something may have gone awry.
Something is incomplete.
So one thing that you can check this is where you check the data validation Wizards.
If you have any kind of data quality issues that are preventing students from coming into the wave, this should be your first stop as the data validation wizard.
Because there there may be something that wasn't entered into the wave or it was entered. I'm sorry. Into your cyst.
That wasn't entered correctly or it's missing so.
You'll want to get that corrected and these will be identified in the data validation wizard. Also not listed here is also the STN wizard. If you have students that are waiting to have St. NS issued.
You could also check the STN wizard.
It's an app within the within the single sign on, so keep that in mind too if you're having STN issues or you're waiting for one to be assigned.
So getting into child count.
As you may know, the purpose of child count is.
Three main things we have to number one, we're required to identify all of the students within the state and within your district who are being served under IDEA.
Once we get that count, we turn that over to the Office of State aid, who then use their own state aid formula to determine how much funding will be issued to the district, and we will go over.
Their their whole role in this a little bit later and finally the third reason is we use the child count data for various reporting.
As you may know.
We will be sending out your district data packets within the next couple of months.
And there's several different reports that use child count data.
So it's it's.
Very important that we collect good quality data for child count.
So this is kind of a high level.
Not going into too much detail, but here are some details about the child count.
We we have to count, as I said, we take the count of the number of students that are served on Ieps or ISPs as of October one.
And there has been some confusion along with that date October 1. So I wanted to kind of clear that up a bit.
I think a lot of the misunderstanding comes from.
Districts thinking that they have to have everything correct and true.
And certified all by ten. One. That's not the case.
It's just a date that we use to say On this date, all of the this number of students was in the district.
They were determined eligible for services and they were on an active IEP, so those are the things that we look at to take the snapshot now, if there are data quality issues after October one.
We will allow those corrections for any data quality issues.
But if it's if.
As long as they meet those 3 criteria that I just mentioned, they will be considered to be counted for child count collection.
We have to collect the the primary, secondary and any suspected disabilities as well as related services, so.
That's one important piece of it.
LRE for least restrictive environments in early childhood environments. Those are collected as well.
They're required because we have to report that in two of the federal indicators.
And demographics, including gender and race, those are collected too, because they are also.
Required for several of the other reports that we that we have to submit.
So some basic quality data quality requirements for child count is every student first and foremost must have a valid STN and a local ID.
Stands and local ID's have to be consistent between the wave and Ed plan.
And if they are not, we have some data quality checks that will identify those that may have mismatches.
And we'll talk more about that later.
Accredited site codes. The site codes coming from your CIS has to match.
What's an Ed plan?
So now would be a good time to make sure that all of your sites and their codes are listed correctly in a plan.
Valid enrollment types and statuses.
Finalized eligibility and IEP events.
In educational environments and lres.
Calories in E seeds, I mean to say disability information, a valid grade code, date of birth, all has to be in their record in Ed plan.
As I mentioned earlier, they have to be enrolled in your district as of 10/1.
So Steven's not in the wave as of 10/1.
Or if they have valid.
Enrollment codes will not be counted, so they have to be enrolled in your district.
As of October one we we may have some leeway on the invalid enrollment codes as long as they are enrolled in your district on 10/1.
But if they're not enrolled in your district, they can't count.
It all duplicate records must be resolved sometimes.
New records are created whenever students are entered into the SYS.
They issue a new STN.
Or maybe a new local ID. In those cases they may duplicate in both the wave and Ed plan.
Or just the wave and and just add plan.
So they may be duplicated. If they are, they have to be resolved.
And this is one of the things that we can resolve after October one, as long as they meet those 3 criteria.
Demographic data will be compared between the wave and Ed plan.
So with the API.
This should help things run a little bit smoother.
All of the demographic data will be sent from the SYS, and if it's changed in Edplan then it's going to be different from what's in the sys. So if there's any kind of mismatch, if anything's been changed and then planned after the cyst has already sent it.
Then it may flag a mismatch, and that may have to be corrected.
And then lastly, enrollment type must be selected on the personal page.
Here are various number of enrollment types that we collect.
And it's very important that we get this collected because it helps determine the educational environment.
Which is important for reporting. So unfortunately this piece does not come from the sys, so you have to go in and add this into edplan manually.
Luckily, we have an error check built into the child count report that will attach these and flag them if they're missing.
So and we'll talk about the reporting later on, but.
This is very important to enter in because it's used in the LRE determination or the LRE.
Placement. So if if the.
If the L or if the enrollment status is not in the personal page and it can't correctly do the calculation for the least restrictive environment, so that's why it's crucial to get those in there.
So some data quality notes to check for.
For the current child count collection is that students must be on a finalized eligibility and IEP at least by October, one they have to be in Ed Plan.
Those events have to be in Ed plan for us to be able to detect those.
So it's important to get that done as soon as possible.
Students who are categorized as DD must have a suspected disability on their meetings.
This is again another error check that we have built into the tile count report.
So if if you have ADD student that doesn't have a suspected disability listed on the Mex, then it's gonna get flagged for correction.
And I'm sure most of you all know that.
No, students over 10 can have a disability category of DD Ed plan is set up in a way that it creates a new eligibility determination that.
Will change to the suspected whenever they turn 10 and a lot of times.
I believe you have to go in.
It's it's created as an inactive record and you have to go in and reactivate that record. If it doesn't do it automatically. So if you have any.
Issues or questions about.
Addit kid over 10 that hasn't shown up on your child account report.
That's probably one of the first things that you can check for.
Is do they have that updated leaves in the inactive records in their head plan record?
Students with P pre-K must have an updated early childhood environment saved in the services section.
This is in the IEP process.
So be sure that if you have any of the little ones, they have their early childhood environment entered into the services page.
Each core for their early childhood environment.
If you're not sure what their early childhood environment is or will be, there is a decision tree that we have listed on the end of this presentation that will kind of give you some assistance on.
Where these students should be placed, and finally review those lres for accuracy.
Again, this is important for reporting, and be sure that you're looking at the LRE to make sure.
Or that it is calculated correctly because services, especially for students who receive services if if it's not done correctly then it could throw off that whole calculation and misreport the LRE.
So be sure that you're checking those whenever you're looking at your child count report.
So Lres not reported for pre-K students.
It's only for school age students, so.
Any student who is kindergarten and above.
Regardless of age.
OSEP will tell you that a school aged student will be anywhere between.
Used to it was 6 and 21, but they've changed their standards to five years old and in kindergarten through chilling one. So.
That would be considered a school age student who would have an LRE rather than an ECE.
It can affect service time like I mentioned earlier, shorten day calculations and enrollment types on the personal page.
So all of those things can affect the LRE, so be sure that you're checking on those to make sure that they're accurate.
And if you do find a mistake in their services and you, you find out that maybe you've entered their time incorrectly and you go into.
To re enter it, you have to refinalize that IEP.
Otherwise, it's going to refer back to the incorrect IEP so.
The reporting in Ed plan looks at finalized events in the student's history or finalized documents.
So if the document hasn't been finalized.
Wise if it's still.
In the document section as a draft and hasn't been finalized so that it shows up in the history, then it's still going to be misreported.
So be sure and you're refilizing those documents.
So on the ECE side of things.
The the The pre-K students have to be enrolled in your district for those IEP services. So in order to get them in there you have to use that PK3.
Basis of admission code whenever you enroll them into your student information system.
At one point I know that there was a a workaround to create a fake site to get get them into edplan, but I don't believe that's the case anymore as long as you have that PK3 basis of admission code that will get them into edplan you just.
Have to be sure that once you get them into edplan, you immediately go in and change their.
BOA code or basis 7 mission code to a resident.
Otherwise, whenever we do our checks, we're back against the wave for a child count, PK3 is going to get filtered out. So if it's not changed by then, they won't be counted.
And you'll have to get that basis of admission code changed in order for them to count.
So just like an LRE early childhood environments mandated for child count, we have error checks built into the child count report. If the early childhood environment's missing.
So just make sure you're looking for those, and if you see any that are missing or incorrect that you're correcting those in entering then.
Do not report shortened weeks for students only receiving services unless you're a district that has a general education program for three-year olds. This caused some confusion in one of the previous.
Tile account training.
So I kind of wanted to explain it a little bit further.
So in the services page when it's asking.
If the students Instructional week week is same as their non disabled peers.
So if their three-year old and they're only showing up to the district to receive services.
At that point, they're not in school, so they would be.
On the same weak link as their non disabled peers because they wouldn't be in school either.
So at this point you would have to say yes, they are their weak link is the same as their non disabled peers.
So you would report them as yes, but if you're a district that has a Gen. Ed program for those 3 year olds.
In this case.
They wouldn't be the same week linked as they're non disabled peers.
So in this scenario you would have to check no that their weak link does not the same as their non disabled peers.
So just wanted to clear that up.
There was some questions on an earlier training, so wanted to make sure that everyone understood how that needs to be reported.
So the special the state aid funding for special education, it's based on a weighted formula where each student begins with a weight of 1, and then each additional weight that the student qualifies for or tacked on to that weight 1.
So they look at things like early childhood, gifted and talented free reduced lunches, and then finally for today's purposes, we're looking at special education weights.
And they take all those weights together.
They use that state aid multiplier and they issue funds to the district based on those weights for that student.
So in order to be eligible for those weights, they have to have a current and finalized meags and the MEEGS has to identify the primary disability. If it does not have a primary disability identified.
And it can't be touted.
There's no way for us to issue.
The weight so the the primary disability has to be listed on the meetings.
The meetings may or may not list a secondary disability category, so sometimes it does.
Sometimes you may have a student that has a a primary and secondary.
Sometimes you won't.
So it may or may not have that secondary category listed.
And then lastly, they must be on a finalized IEP.
So.
The IEP is where the services are listed.
There are five different services that have been approved for funding and they are related to.
Some of the other disabilities and we'll over that here in a second.
But they are.
They relate to the other disabilities.
And in the case that there is no secondary disability listed then.
The.
The related services will be issued in the absence of the secondary disability category, so we'll go over some scenarios here in a second to give you a better understanding of how that works.
But this is a list.
This is the state waits table and how each disability is waited.
So if you have any questions on what a particular disability, how it may be weighted, refer back to this table.
And we also have the same for the related services and as you can see here, these related services are linked to the.
Disability categories or the disability weights? So like for example, if you have a student who receives a speech services.
Then that weight would or that related services that related service would be equivalent to speak speech language impairments.
Or if they receive OT or PT, their weight would be equivalent to orthopedic impairment.
So we'll go over some examples here in the next slide and give you a better understanding so.
State one has a primary disability of autism, and as we saw in the table, that weight is equal to 2.40. So that would be their special education. Weight would be 2.40.
Student two has both the primary and the secondary disability. Visual impairment is weighted at 3.8, whereas emotional disturbance is weighted at 2.5.
So the total weight would be the sum of both of those numbers for 6.30 total special Ed weights.
Then lastly, in the case where student has both a or a primary disability, a secondary disability and a related service.
They would be issued, first and foremost that primary disability.
That's the one that's always issued first, then whatever's weighted. The highest between the secondary and the related service.
So in this example, the primary disabilities autism for a weight of 2.4.
And since the secondary disability is orthopedic impairment weighted at 1.2, that is the weight that's issued.
So a 2.4 + 1.2 equals the total weight of 3.6.
Now, in the event that.
This student would have only the primary disability and no secondary disability.
Then they would be issued the related service by default and their total weight would be 2.45 instead of 3.6.
So some steps to take on clearing your child count verifying.
Things that you have to do to verify its accuracy.
So first step would be review the eggplant.
Report. It's called a child count, Sy 26, report.
And we're going to talk about that in a second.
Check the data in the main tab for accuracy and fix any errors that you may have on the error tab.
Review the wave. October one child count application.
Verify the accuracy of special the special education list and fix any errors that you see in the find missing students tool.
That child can't web app may seem unfamiliar at the moment, but I will be talking about that.
Later on in the presentation.
Submit any appeals if you have missing students or students that.
Should be counted that you don't see.
And then certification. It's a tentative date at the at the moment, so October, October 31 is the tentative certification day.
It could change.
I encourage everyone to.
Monitor the Lister to make sure that you're not missing anything, because that's when the important dates will be announced and also follow the data information systems teams list served too, because they.
Are in charge of a lot of the data flow.
And.
They will.
They will be providing that information to you all as well.
So step one.
Going over the child Cat report Med plan, if you've been around long enough, you know that the child count report can be pulled in headplane insights.
You go into the.
Reports link in edplan. You'll see three tiles. The one on the far right hand side will be a plan. Insights. When you click on that, it's going to open up in a new browser or a new tab, and you're going to see a.
Screen kind of like what you see here on the right side.
You're going to drill down from public folders into OK reports and OK reports library, and then you're going to click on that child account folder and then you should see that child account report SY 26.
Now when you click on that, it'll start running.
And it will.
Whenever it finishes running, you will see two different tabs.
You'll see the child Count report, which we call the the main report, or your child count list.
This is what we call your child count list.
These are the ones that have met all the criteria as far as being in the district on 10/1.
Have been determined eligible for services on 10/1 and on an active IEP.
As of 10/1.
And they don't have any.
Errors that were identified.
So the main report will also include the LRE, so be sure that's where you're checking on the LRE to make sure that it's accurate.
And then the second tab is the child count errors tab, which lists all the students that did meet the criteria.
But they may have some kind of issue. Data issue with their records, so they could have.
Some kind of missing enrollment data that hasn't been sent to a plan or missing STN, or maybe some kind of STN revolution?
Or they may be missing an early childhood environment, disability, whatever.
Where it is, they may show up on this report and.
In a perfect world, every record that has an error would show up with a with an X under the appropriate category of the data that they're missing, or that's incorrect.
However, speaking with some of the districts already we've we've heard from a handful of districts, not a ton, but we've heard from some some districts that have said that.
They're some students have shown up on their error report with No X listed.
So we we found that it could be a number of reasons that could be could be making them show up on the report with no X.
Sometimes there is a legitimate reason, and sometimes there's not.
So what I encourage you to do if if you do see one show up on your report without an ex check the main report to see if they also show up on the main report, because if they show up on the main report, that's really all you need.
To worry about because they're going to make it into.
The the final special edition.
People and if.
So if they're there, they should make it over into that spot for that final special education table, where you'll verify the final data.
So if you see them on the error report without the X and they're on the mainland, don't really, don't be too concerned about it, as long as they're on that report.
On that main report.
So checking for accuracy on the student records.
Make sure you're checking their their age and their grade to make sure that they line up with what's in the student information system.
And again, like I mentioned earlier, the school sites be sure that you're correcting any school site changes that may have happened in your district, making sure that they are consistent with what's in the wave.
And what's an Ed plan?
Making sure that they're both the same.
Looking at the disability categories to make sure they're correct and that they're not missing any related.
Services.
Gallery and ECE.
And if if there's issues with those in the main tab, then they should move over to the error tab and we'll go over some of the errors that you can look for when you're looking at your error tab. So.
One thing I do want to mention about some of the data flow and updates with what we're going to be the way that we're going to be doing it this year.
So there's gonna be two timelines, really.
Really. Uh.
With the errors in edplan the.
Advanced reporting. If you see an error on your error list.
Can you correct that error?
It still may take 24 to 72 hours for that error to show up, and it really kinda just depends on what time of day you do it. So like earlier you do it in the day, it's more likely to update by the next day but the.
Later you do it in the day, it's more likely to do it the day after.
So with that timeline.
Your your report and Ed plan may take a day or two to update, whereas if you've made the correction and Ed plan.
It may move to that special education table within.
Maybe within a few hours or maybe even the next morning, even though your child report hasn't reflected it correctly.
That's the difference between.
The API and how the report works in that plan, so the AP is going to move the data much quicker.
So just keep that in mind if you if you make a.
Correction on your error report.
It could show up on your main special education table in the way.
I'm sorry in single sign on after.
Or before you see it in the headline report.
So these here are the first few that we're going to look at.
Invalid missing St. NS.
If you.
If you don't know how to correct them or you need help correcting them and just give us a call, sometimes we may need to merge them. Sometimes they have to be merged in the wave, sometimes they have to be merged in a plan. We can take a look.
At it on our end and make corrections if you're not able to resolve it.
So give us a call on those.
Any kind of enrollment data like school cider.
Missing school cider. Invalid school site.
Make that on your side before you do it in Ed plan, because if it's updated, it should make it over into edplan.
Check it.
Check in Edplan to make sure that it is being updated and if it's not, go ahead and make that correction to that plan.
The end goal is to get the two systems to be the same, so whether or not it does make it over into edplan.
Umm.
Either way, it should update, but if it doesn't you can do that manually.
And I'm sure that it's correct.
Invalid missing grades or date of birth is missing.
Again, put that in your student information system and that will come hopefully come over to Ed's plan.
Because I've already mentioned before the enrollment type, you can update that on the student's personal page.
And.
The enrollment type.
You know, as I mentioned before.
That is probably one of the the most common error types that we see. The last time I ran the child count report. I think out of.
6000 or so records that were flagged with errors.
4500 of them were missing enrollment types.
So those are really simple and quick fixes that you can do to to get them added to your.
Main report.
And as I mentioned, kinda got ahead of myself here, but the corrected errors that you make in.
A plan put you up on that application before they show up on your child counter report.
Another error built into the error report is the short and weak link there.
Most of the time it indicates that there is an invalid character in the field.
It only accepts numbers, so if you have like in this example here, if you have 27 HR for 27 hours, you just need to go in there and take that HR out because it only accepts that number so.
That could be causing the issue for the short week there also one other thing that you may want to look at if.
If you're reporting anything here.
They there has to be something in those fields.
Those are required fields, so if you leave them blank, it could potentially 'cause that error.
So if you do see it go in there and check to see if it either be one have invalid characters or it could be just totally blank. And be sure, just like with correcting the services for the LRE.
This is another thing that's used in the lres, so you have to finalize.
Re finalize that IEP, so that way you save your changes because this this change right here in this screenshot is from the workspace.
So in order for the report to see that change, it has to be on the finalized IUP.
Service time is greater than instructional time.
We see this when somewhat often, but whenever a student has more service time in their IEP that's been entered in their instructional time, it's going to flag this error.
So let's say for example, maybe something was miskeyed and you've got a student coming in for speech services for.
40 hours a week.
And he only goes to school for 35 hours. That service time creates an instructional time.
So you have to go in to look at the services to see what's causing the issue. And one piece of advice that I can give is when you're doing the when you're entering the services, you kinda wanna be sure to.
Stay consistent with how the time is being reported.
So for example, maybe your school week, your school week is as reported as being.
35 hours in the whole week. Maybe a student goes to school for 35 hours, but when you look at their IEP to see their services, maybe their services have been entered in minutes instead of hours.
So that could kind of muddy things up and kind of confuse things. So be sure that the time formats that you're using are the same because it will make it much easier to determine.
How much service time they're getting compared to how much instructional time they're getting?
So these errors, while they do have to be corrected, they're not going to prevent the kids from populating on the main report.
So.
We do ask you that.
You get those fixed in the IEP.
Or wherever the issue is, whether it's the school we blame for the IEP.
Get that fixed?
Refinalize that IEP so that way we're looking at the correct document.
So these next 4.
Or five I should say they're related to the eligibility termination event plan.
And primary disability missing is whenever they have a meetings with no primary disability listed.
Several other developmental delay error checks that it does so with a student who has developmental delay.
They have to have a suspected disability listed and if they don't then they will be flagged with an error.
DD developmental delay cannot be listed as a suspected disability.
And any students who still have a developmental delay as their primary disability and they're older than 9.
So.
These will all be flags.
And these are all instances where you would have to make that correction in the knees and then refinalize that document so that way we can pull in the correct information.
MD is a secondary disability is another error that's that's identified.
Multiple disabilities cannot be used as a secondary disability.
It's not allowed by IDEA, so that will have to be corrected.
And again, the eligibility determination will have to be re finalized whenever those errors are corrected.
Early childhood environment missing.
This is where they don't have an early childhood environment listed on the services page in that plan.
So this is from the workspace under the IEP processes.
If you haven't entered that early childhood environment, it's going to flag this error or it's going to trigger this error and you'll have to go in fix that refinalize the.
Eligibility on that one.
Iep is out of date for more than a year.
That one's a little bit self-explanatory, but you just have to redo the IEP.
And then these last couple, they probably won't apply now before October one.
But there was an issue where some districts like to look at the child count report after 10 one and sometimes students who turn 3 after 10-1 would be included on the error report with no error. So.
Just this is just kind of like you don't really need to do anything with this error, but if you do see it, you can just ignore this error because they wouldn't count anyway if they turn 3 after October 1st.
They would count on next year's collection.
So what happens if a child does not show up on either tab?
It could mean that they they're not.
They don't have the proper documentation in that plan.
They're not enrolled or they fall outside of that age frame.
So again, the age frame is 3 to 21.
And sometimes it can extend out to 22 if they turn 22 anywhere between 9/1 and 10/1 within that time frame.
They can be counted.
But if they don't show up on either tab, it could be number of reasons.
But these are the most common ones listed here.
What happens if a child is listed who shouldn't be if they've been? If they've exited your district, but they haven't?
Been exited correctly. They could show up on the child.
Can't report if they need the conditions, so just check to be sure that.
You know, they've been exited from your student information system first, and if they have go ahead and make that proper exit Med plan. So that way the report can see that and take them off of the report. Getting these types corrected now is a lot easier to do.
Whenever they're identified, rather than waiting until they've shown up and the data's been certified.
That they've been counted.
For in your child count collection and then later.
You're on.
Maybe a month later you say that that kitchen of encountered that's going to be a lot harder to make a correction than to just go ahead and next them now.
So if you don't have a child's IEP finalized by October 1st.
Unfortunately, they won't included on this year's child count collection. They will, however, be.
Eligible to be counted in the next year's collection, as long as their IEP stays current so, but again, this is the snapshot we were talking about earlier.
They have to be on the IEP as of October one.
What happens if the errors aren't resolved prior to October one?
So they as I mentioned earlier, data quality errors can be corrected after October one as long as they.
Have been met those other three conditions.
And they have the data quality issues have to be done before you certify the the final data.
So again, I've got tentative listed here.
Umm.
We're still trying to nail down that date, but October 31st I think is kind of a safe bet to on the certification date.
So just like I said, keep keep watch on the listserv for that definitive date. I see a question in the chat.
Are we supposed to activate them again?
I thought they were rolled off automatically. If you're meaning the Exeter, yes. If they're exited from your student information system.
They should roll into Ed plan and be removed from edplan.
However, sometimes something may happen that won't allow them to be removed out of bed plan. So in that case.
Verify that they've been removed from your cysts and then exit them out of bed. Plan.
So verifying the official wavelist.
You'll have to forgive me because I don't really have too much information on this yet, but what I can say is that it's going to be similar to how it was done last year. So if you'll remember.
Last year, the data comes out of Edplan. It goes back into the wave to see if there, if the data still match.
And if there were any mismatches between what the student information system sent to the wave and what comes out of that plan, if any of those.
Records have mismatches.
They would be flagged and they would be added to the fine missing students table on the.
October 1st consolidated report. So if you remember last year the October 1st consolidated report was housed in the wave.
It had both your October 1st consolidated report and your special Ed October 1st consolidated report.
Those two were combined within the same location.
You had to verify and certify both of those data sets at the same time.
So this year we are splitting those two back up to hopefully make things a little bit easier to deal with the data.
The October 1st consolidated report, it's going to be in its own application and the child count web application.
That's just kind of a generic name for right now. I don't know what they're going to call it, but it's still in development.
It's actually it's out of development.
It's in testing right now.
We're testing it internally.
Everything should be ready by the end of the month, so right now it's kind of got just a generic name. It's called.
I've called it the child count web application, but it's it's currently in testing right now.
So as I mentioned, it's going to be similar to the October 1st consolidated report. You will access it through single sign on. It'll be an app and single sign on.
Right now, the October 1st consolidated report, it's being tested internally.
Some of us here have access to it internally or are looking at the data quality of the data that's coming in now.
The target date for districts to be using the consolidated report is the 22nd. I don't know if.
I.
I don't know if that's still the case.
But as I mentioned earlier, I would suggest.
Signing up for the data information system listserv to make sure that you're up to date with all of the information on when that's actually going to be available and when you can log in, start looking at your data, special Ed web application, the target date for that one.
Is the 29th, so even if you do get.
Access to that application before.
Before then, just know that you may not see data in there until at least the 29th.
So.
Works. You'll have to forgive me. I I really don't have much information on that at the moment.
I can just tell you.
What you can expect, and it's going to be kind of similar to what you've used in the past.
Aesthetically, it's going to look a little bit different.
It's going to have a little bit cleaner look.
But as far as functionality, I really don't have that much information on that yet so.
Will it will include the child count data almost like what you see on your child count report.
It's going to have their name and STN, all their demographics, educational environment and their disabilities, and it's also new to this table are going to be their special education weights.
So that wasn't on the table last year in the special Ed October 1st consolidated report, but it will be a new addition.
So that way districts will have a better understanding about how each of their students are weighted.
Rather than having to run a report and look at it so you'll be able to see the student waits on the student level to see how their disabilities are waited.
As far as functionality, it's going again.
It's going to be a little bit similar to what you used last year in the October 1st consolidated report.
Going to have a main list where you're going to that's going to be all the kids that are coming out of that plan going into this application and your main list is going to be all of the students who have passed all of the error checks and are.
Considered, you know, nice and clean.
So it's going to be almost.
Most identical to what you have in a plan going to have that same information.
And if you see an error here, even though it may have missed or may have passed, the error checks, and maybe you noticed something that's wrong.
There's still a chance to correct it.
You just have to do it a plan, so that way it flows back into this application.
There may not be many instances of those, but you may.
You may notice the special Ed fine missing students list.
Again, it's going to be similar to the October 1st consolidated report.
It's going to have any conflicts that were identified, any kind of mismatches between the wave and edplan hopefully this list.
Won't be. Won't be that extensive.
Because ideally, if the the data is coming in from the wave and going into edplan, it should match whenever we check back against the wave.
But if it doesn't, that must mean something had changed in edplan.
After the SIS had sent it. So in that case there would be a mismatch.
So again, you would want to make sure that you are staying consistent with the data between the new the two systems.
So if you do identify a mismatch.
And it's in the find missing students table.
Wherever that mismatch is located, that's where you need to fix it.
So that way the two are.
The two are driving together, but they are matching.
So if you have any unresolved errors on the fine missing students table at the time it's certified.
Fortunately, those won't be counted in your October 1 total because.
There there would be unresolved errors in the record.
Where's the fine missing students list?
Located it's going to be within that app, Melissa.
Whatever it may be called, the the child Cal web application for special Ed.
It's going to have two tables.
It's going to have a main table for all of your students that didn't have any errors, and then it's going to have that one with the sign missing. Students where errors were.
Identified.
So what if a student has an error?
Is it not on the file report?
So first thing you'll wanna do and this is the final report in that web application.
If they're not there, check the find missing students list to see if they are there and that they have an error that needs to be resolved.
If the student is on neither list, either the main list or the.
I missing students list.
There must be something wrong in edplan because if if it was, if there wasn't anything wrong in edplan, it wouldn't be making it over into the way.
So that would be the first place you check if neither one of them show on either list is in edplan.
So.
The AAR reporting it's available now.
It's available to you in Edplan as far as the child count web application where you'll you will be verifying that information that won't be available until sometime around the end of the month. They're telling me September the 29th is whenever a district should start seeing special educ.
Data and I do believe Amy.
It's going to be an application within single sign on.
So that's where you would get access to and launch it from your single sign on list.
So Annie.
Students that are still missing after you've done all your checks, you will have the ability to appeal those students.
We will collect those appeals.
We will verify them to see if they can be counted.
And.
Just know that if you do we we don't expect a ton of appeals because hopefully all of the errors would be worked out before.
With all those data quality checks, a bunch of the errors should be worked out before.
We get to the point of needing to do an appeal.
So.
Let's say for example.
If you have unresolved errors in a plan, like if there's still students showing up on your error report and Ed plan, and you try to fill those errors, we're just going to have you fix those errors and we won't accept the appeal for those types of students.
Just know that if you do file an appeal, it could take a few days for for us to review the the appeal depending on.
How heavy the the appeal list is, but again, I don't think it's going to be too extensive.
But depending on how many we have, it could take a few days for us to get to that.
Hopefully the the way the date is going to be following, it's not going to take that long for them to to show up.
So which students can be appealed?
So if they're missing from the main special education list and that web application.
I just noticed a blunder in my PowerPoint presentation that says the wave, but if they don't show up in that special education list in the the child count web application, then you can appeal those.
If they are having issues and Ed plan or the wave and that they've met the the three criteria of being enrolled on 10/1 eligible.
And on an IEP, this can be filled.
If you notice students who are showing up on your main list but shouldn't be, we need to get those removed as soon as possible before the data certified so those can be appealed to be removed.
And then any kinds of.
Issues or errors that you need assistance with or that could take extra time like resolving duplicate St. Miss or moving records or correcting duplicated records. Those can be appealed as well.
So as far as.
When to appeal and how to appeal?
We will send out a notice on the listserv whenever that process goes live.
And that way you'll know when the appeals window is open, and we will include a link to a web form that you will complete to submit.
And it's we're just going to ask for some information. So that way we can investigate. We're gonna ask for the name STN, date of birth and their enrollment date.
Then we will go do our checks on our end to see if we can see if those students can be counted and if they can, we'll have them to our list to be added into.
They're making special education table.
And lastly, the last step of the.
Child Care collection is certification.
Certification will be completed in the child count web application like I mentioned earlier, last year you had this.
You had to certify both your October 1st consolidated report and your child count data at the same time. It's going to be split up again this year.
Or so both datasets are going to be certified separately.
So once you've looked at your main special education list in that new application and you have verified that everything is correct, you've ensured that there is no students listed on the fine missing students table.
Then you can notify your Superintendent that it's ready to certify.
If you find anything needs to be corrected.
Go ahead and make that correction before you tell your Superintendent that it's ready to certify otherwise.
The Superintendent may certify with those errors that are present.
So yeah, as I just mentioned, it's possible to certify with incomplete or missing students.
One thing that I do want to mention about this whole new web application.
I I want to apologize that I don't have more information than I do, but the data Information Systems Office.
Will be holding.
A another training to kind of.
Display the new application. They're going to go over what it's going to look like. They're going to give you screenshots and kind of give you a tour of it, if you will.
If you haven't done so already, I would encourage you to sign up for that. That listserv for that office. So that way you can.
Stay current on when that training's going to be and you'll have a better idea of what to expect.
I mean, I'm working closely with that office, so.
The.
The the listserv.
I see a question once the listserv it's it's the newsletter for different offices.
There's one that.
The Office of Special Education does.
There is one that.
The Office of Accountability does the data information system team does a list of it's basically a newsletter.
Pass or Megan if you were.
Tennis is here, but.
Megan, if you could post.
A link to.
Where they can sign up for those.
Lesser. Yeah you can.
You can directly e-mail Megan to sign up for the special education listserv, but as far as the others go, I think you have to sign up for those.
Manually.
There is a list of different offices, newsletters that you have to sign up for and I don't have that link handy.
Maybe we can send that out later on, but.
Whenever they do announce dates for the training.
We will put it out on the special education listserv, so that way.
If he if for, for example, if he don't.
If you're not signed up for the DIS listserv and you're signed up for the special education listserv, and you'll still get that information of when it's going to be in, you know, can you attend?
OK.
So lastly, here is the resources page.
For everything child. If you need some guidance we have.
Our tile count page listed here that first one listed. It's going to have.
Of the slide deck and it's going to have the recording for the presentation today.
We also have a copy of that special Ed Weights Table on there, so if you want to refer there rather than the the slide deck, you can do that for those weights.
What we we are going to put the appeals process up on that page as well.
And so it's got a lot of information about the child account process.
General enrollment guidance that's going to have a lot of your enrollment codes that you'll need to refer to.
What could cause errors?
You know if if you have a student that's not coming in to have planned for some reason, it could be because of an invalid enrollment code and maybe you don't know what that enrollment code is.
You can look at this enrollment guidance document here and determine what that enrollment code is and what the correct enrollment code should be.
And then lastly, the EC environments, the early childhood environments, this is the decision tree that I was mentioning earlier in the presentation. If you're not sure of where a a pre-K student needs to be placed, he can refer to this decision tree.
Answer all of its questions and then it will give you the suggestion as to where that student should in place.
So this is a good one to have file on hand if you have any questions.
So that is basically all of the information that we have for you today. As far as child count is concerned.
This is all of the data team's contact info, so if you want to reach out to us by phone, we have our phone numbers listed.
Here we also have a shared inbox that you can e-mail questions to. If you have any questions for us, we will be monitoring that inbox and getting back with you so.
If any of you have questions that haven't been answered yet.
And you're here past the time. If you need to leave and go ahead and leave, we'll stick on for a little while and answer some questions. If you all have any questions that haven't been answered.
